Husbands and Fathers

Ephesians 5:23-33
23For(A) the husband is the head of the wife even as(B) Christ is the head of the church, his body, and is(C) himself its Savior. 24Now as the church submits to Christ, so also wives should submit(D) in everything to their husbands. 
 25(E) Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and(F) gave himself up for her, 26that he might sanctify her, having cleansed her by(G) the washing of water(H) with the word, 27so(I) that he might present the church to himself in splendor,(J) without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, that she might be holy and without blemish.[a] 28In the same way(K) husbands should love their wives as their own bodies. He who loves his wife loves himself. 29For no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ does the church, 30because(L) we are members of his body. 31(M) "Therefore a man shall leave his father and mother and hold fast to his wife, and(N) the two shall become one flesh." 32This mystery is profound, and I am saying that it refers to Christ and the church. 33However,(O) let each one of you love his wife as himself, and let the wife see that she(P) respects her husband.
1 Corinthians 7:3
3(A) The husband should give to his wife her conjugal rights, and likewise the wife to her husband.

1 Peter 3:7
 7Likewise,(A) husbands, live with your wives in an understanding way, showing honor to the woman as the weaker(B) vessel, since they are heirs with you[a] of the grace of life, so that your prayers may not be hindered.

Colossians 3:19-21
19Husbands, love your wives, and(A) do not be harsh with them. 20Children, obey your parents(B) in everything, for this pleases the Lord. 21Fathers, do not provoke your children, lest they become discouraged.

1 Timothy 5:8
8But if anyone does not provide for his relatives, and especially for(A) members of his household, he has(B) denied the faith and is worse than an unbeliever.

Ephesians 6:4
4Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger,(A) but bring them up in the discipline and instruction of the Lord.

Proverbs 23:13-14
13Do not withhold(A) discipline from a child; (B) if you strike him with a rod, he will not die.  14If you strike him with the rod, you will(C) save his soul from Sheol.

Psalm 78:1-8
 1(B) Give ear, O my people, to my teaching; incline your ears to the words of my mouth! 2(C) I will open my mouth(D) in a parable; I will utter dark sayings from of old, 3things that we have heard and known, that our(E) fathers have told us.  4We will not(F) hide them from their children, but(G) tell to the coming generation the glorious deeds of the LORD, and his might, and(H) the wonders that he has done. 5He established(I) a testimony in(J) Jacob and appointed a law in Israel, which he commanded our fathers to teach to their children,
6that(K) the next generation might know them, the children yet unborn,
and arise and tell them to their children, 7so that they should set their hope in God and not forget(L) the works of God, but(M) keep his commandments;
8and that they should not be(N) like their fathers,(O) a stubborn and rebellious generation, a generation(P) whose heart was not steadfast, whose spirit was not faithful to God.
